The Hayfield Sundogs JO Volleyball season is just around the corner. PLEASE READ ALL OF THE FOLLOWING INFORMATION CAREFULLY.

Program Description:
The JO Volleyball program is a non-school program. The club is open to all interested 5th- 11th grade girls. It is a “competitive” program and there is no guarantee of equal playing time. There is also no guarantee that you will be playing strictly with girls in your grade level. Grades 5-7 will be split equally, while grades 8-11 will be split based on skill levels. The total number of teams will depend on the number of registrants and the coaches available. The ideal number of girls on a team is 9-10.

Season – Tournaments and practices:
The playing season runs from approximately mid-February to June, depending on what team you are on. Practices generally begin in mid-February and average 1-2 practices a week. Practice times are set by each individual coach. Attendance at practice is very important. If a player is cannot attend a practice the coach should be notified as soon as possible.
Each team’s coach will register for typically four one day tournaments (usually within an hour distance) after careful consideration of the many planned school events. In addition, some teams may choose to participate in a two day tournament, one that may involve in an overnight stay, or may participate in the Star of the North (SOTN) games in June (St. Cloud, 2014). 

Costs:
We are lucky that our coaches volunteer their time and there is no gym rental fee for practices. The cost of the program includes USA Volleyball (USAV) fees, which are necessary for North Country Region (NCR) volleyball tournaments, as well as, for the Minnesota Sports Federation (MSF) membership fees for players and coaches.  It also covers the registration fees for all tournaments, equipment (balls, first-aid, and misc.) and a coach’s hotel costs for a two day tournament.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]The cost of the program: $140 for 5th-7th graders and $175 for 8th-11th graders. The cost of the uniform is separate, $29 for the jersey top and $10 for the shorts.
· Due to the discontinuation of our current jersey selection, ALL PLAYERS WILL NEED TO PURCHASE A NEW JERSEY TOP for the 2013-2014 season. We will continue to use the same shorts/spandex (black) as previous years.
· Please understand that many JO programs in the area expect their players to pay from anywhere from $700-$1,000. This includes paying the coach 2X / week for practice and tournaments. Our coaches volunteer their time and efforts. 

Communication Policy
The JO program will support coaches with positive and attitudes. Disrespect towards any coaches will not be tolerated. All parents and players are to follow the Communication Policy below.
1. Player meets with the coach
2. Player and parent meet with the coach
3. Player, parent, coach, meet with Coach Severson.
Please DO NOT attempt to confront a coach before or after a practice or a game. These can be emotional times for both the parent and coach. Meetings of this nature do not promote resolutions.

Officiating Training
Our club rules require that all participants in NCR Tournaments must be officially trained in score keeping and refereeing. The primary option for receiving this education is to complete an online course at the following website: http://bit.ly/ncronline.  
· Please note there is an additional instructional packet that is needed to get started and players will receive this packet once they have completed their registration.
· All 5th - 7th graders will need to complete Level 2 
· Required for any player that will be an R2 at any point in the season.  This is the highest level recommended for the U12 and younger ages, as the coach is required to be the R1 for all matches at this age.
· All 8th -11th graders and Coaches will need to complete Level 3 
· Required for ALL coaches and any player (age 13+) that may be an R1 at any point during the season.
· You will receive an email (w/ a pdf certificate) at the completion of every course within the curriculum.  
· You will also receive an email at the completion of the entire level.  Please email ONLY your LEVEL completion to your coach (not each course!).
· This MUST be completed within 1 month of the start of your season, or earlier if your coach requests.  It is strongly recommended the training is complete before participating in competition.
